Abstract: ICUDDR is a global consortium of universities
which offer graduate and postgraduate study programs
specifically focusing on the transfer and adaptation of sci-
ence-based knowledge regarding the prevention and treat-
ment of substance use disorders. The Consortium provides
a collaborative forum to support and share curricula and
experiences in the teaching and training of this knowledge
as well as to promote and encourage the recruitment of per-
sons interested in the research, prevention and treatment
of substance use disorders and public health. The ICUDDR
provides an opportunity for universities and institutions of
higher learning to share their expertise as well as to support
instructors/faculty, trainers, and students in their learning
and adoption of the science of substance use disorders.

This presentation outlines the development of addiction
education programs and the evolution of the International
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Consortium of Universities for Drug Demand Reduction
(ICUDDR). It explains how ICUDDR’s four centers address the
field’s needs, emphasizing the importance of partnerships
and credentialing for the substance use workforce.

Carly M. Searcy is Associate Director for Programming
and Membership.

Carly Searcy has 25 years of nonprofit management expe-
rience, holds a Master’s in Information Science (MIS) from
the University of Michigan, and a Graduate Certificate in
Holistic Health from Western Michigan University. In her
work before joining ICUDDR, Carly has served as a university
faculty member, an adjunct instructor, a library director,
a technology project manager, and an AmeriCorps VISTA.
She is a Certified Project Management Professional (PMP)
and a Certified Scrum Master (CSM). The common thread
in Carly’s work is fighting poverty through collective impact
and education. Carly is the author of “Project Management in
Libraries,” published by the American Library Association.

Kevin Mulvey is an Applied Sociologist with over 30 years
of experience in the prevention and treatment of Substance
Use Disorder.

His focus was on
policy, data strategies, performance monitoring and evalua-
tion for the office and CSAP leadership. He has held positions
with the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention, Division
of Systems Development as the Acting Division Director,
and the Chief of the Performance and Technical Assistance
Branch. His previous projects at CSAP involve the develop-
ment and implementation of sound prevention program-
ming through training and technical assistance, materials
development and dissemination, and program monitoring
and evaluation. From 2007 to 2020, he worked in the SAM-
HSA PEPFAR Program. His last assignment was to Hanoi
where he was the Regional Substance Abuse Treatment
Advisor. He also had assignments in the Ukraine and Central
Asia Republic Region (August 2016-August 2018). He has
done prevention, treatment and recovery work in Vietnam,
Cambodia, Thailand, China, Bangladesh, India, Indonesia,
Papua New Guinea, Myanmar/Burma, and Ukraine.

As an Applied Sociologist, he has held positions with the
Center for Substance Abuse Treatment (CSAT), Division of
Services Improvement and the Division of Pharmacological
Treatments as Sr. Public Health Advisor. His previous proj-
ects at CSAT involved the development and implementation
of sound treatment programming through training and
technical assistance, materials development and dissemi-
nation, and program monitoring and evaluation.

He is a program evaluator, having directed several research
programs in the field of Substance Abuse Treatment and
Prevention. He has worked in clinical programs as a coun-
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selor and intake staff particularly in Boston. Prior to Federal
Service, Dr. Mulvey worked in the Massachusetts Department
of Health within the Bureau of Substance Abuse Services
and the Boston Public Health Commission within the Office
of Health, Research and Data Systems. He has a Graduate
Certificate in Public Health from the University of North
Carolina, a PhD from Northeastern University in Sociology,
a MA in Applied Sociology and a BA in Sociology from the
University of Massachusetts Boston.

Disledkem absence
vyzkumem podloZené 1écebné péce v systému trestni justice
je pak zacarovany kruh soudd, vazebnich a vézerskych
zafizeni a komunitnich sluzeb urgentni péce, jenz tito
lidé opakované absolvuji. Tato prezentace se zaméruje na
moznosti zlepSovani pristupu k adiktologické pé¢i v ramci

Dr. Roger Peters

Abstract: Persons who have substance use disorders are
frequently arrested, incarcerated in prison, or placed on su-
pervised release in the community, typically without access
to substance use treatment services. When such treatment
is available, it is often of substandard quality. The absence
of evidence-based treatment in the criminal justice system
results in rapid cycling of persons through courts, detention
centers and prisons, and emergency services in the commu-
nity. This presentation will explore how to increase access to
drug treatment services in the criminal justice system, and
use of evidence-based assessment, treatment, and case man-
agement services designed to interrupt the rapid cycling of
persons in criminal justice settings who have substance use
disorders. A particular focus will be provided on clinical, envi-
ronmental, and monitoring and evaluation issues in prisons.

Dr. Peters is a licensed clinical psychologist and a Professor
in the Department of Mental Health Law and Policy at the
University of South Florida (USF) in Tampa, Florida. He serves
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as Director of the Universal Treatment Curriculum (UTC)
Coordinating Center for North American Universities, and as
Vice President of the International Consortium of Universities
for Drug Demand Reduction (ICUDDR). Dr Peters received two
Fulbright Specialist grants for projects completed in Ghana
(2015) and Paraguay (2017) and has served as Principal
Investigator for multiple grant projects, including a NIDA
P30 Research Core Center. He currently serves on the Florida
Supreme Court’s Steering Committee on Problem-Solving
Courts and has been a faculty member of the National Judicial
College since 2014. Dr Peters is on the editorial boards for
the Psychiatric Rehabilitation Journal, the Journal of Dual Di-
agnosis, Addictology, and the Journal for Advancing Justice. Dr
Peters served as Chair and Co-Editor of the SAMHSA/CSAT
Treatment Improvement Protocol (TIP) #44 on “Substance
Abuse Treatment for Adults in the Criminal Justice System”. He
is also the lead author of the monograph “Screening and As-
sessment of Co-Occurring Disorders in the Justice System” (3rd
edition), published by SAMHSA in 2019.

He recently served as a consultant to the United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) and the World Health
Organization (WHO) in developing guidelines on “Treat-
ment Alternatives to Conviction or Punishment”, and is
a member of the Treatment Expert Advisory Group (TEAG)
for the Colombo Plan.

BEhem poslednich 25 let vedl fadu vzdélavacich
programd a programi technické pomoci pro pracovniky
v oblasti duSevniho zdravi a 1é¢by zavislosti, v oblasti
primdarni zdravotni péce a socidlni prace a v oblasti trest-
niho soudnictvi v USA a po celém svété. Dr. Koutsenok
vyucuje obecnou psychiatrii a psychiatrii zavislosti stu-
denty mediciny, rezidenty psychiatrie, stazisty psychol-
ogie, socidlni pracovniky, odborniky v oblasti trestniho
soudnictvi a tvirce politik po celém svété. Je drzitelem
mnoha ndrodnich a mezindrodnich ocenéni. Je autorem
a spoluautorem vice nez 60 védeckych publikaci, jedné
monografie a podilel se na 5 knihach. Pisobi jako reditel
Koordinac¢niho centra univerzalniho lé¢ebného programu
(UTC) pro severoamerické univerzity, které sidli na Kali-
fornské univerzité v San Diegu.

Igor Koutsenok, MD

Abstract: The presentation will summarize over 30 years
of history of treatment of clients with substance use disor-
ders and co-occurring conditions in the context of criminal
justice system. Particular attention will be paid to reana-
lyze outcomes of implementation of various strategies and
models, particularly the ones that have been implemented,
carefully evaluated, and did result in desirable outcomes
— reduction in the rates of drug and alcohol relapses, and
reduction in criminal recidivism. The session will be focused
on pragmatics of treatment in criminal justice context and
lessons learned in the last decades.
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Igor Koutsenok, MD, Professor of Psychiatry at the Uni-
versity of California San Diego, Director of the UCSD
Center for Criminality and Addiction Research, Training
and Application, Director of the International Addiction
Technology Transfer Center-Ukraine.

He is also a Vice-President of the International Consortium
of Universities on Drug Demand Reduction. He completed
his graduate degree as a medical doctor in 1983 from the
National Medical University in Kiev, (Ukraine). In 1986, he
completed his psychiatry residency training and received
degree as psychiatrist from the Medical University in So-
fia (Bulgaria). In 1993-1996 he completed the addiction
psychiatry training and obtained a degree in addiction
psychiatry at the University of London, Department of Ad-
dictive Behavior and Psychological Medicine at St. Georges
Hospital Medical School. In 1996, he was recruited by the
University of California San Diego, School of Medicine,
Department of Psychiatry and since then he serves as faculty
member of the Department. In 2013-2016 he served as Chief
of Prevention, Treatment, and Rehabilitation at the United
Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, United Nations Office in
Vienna. Dr. Koutsenok is also a member of the International
Motivational Interviewing Network of Trainers (MINT).

Over the last 25 years Dr. Koutsenok led the design and im-
plementation of multiple training and technical assistance
programs for mental health and addiction treatment prac-
titioners, primary health care and social work practitioners,
criminal justice professionals in the United States and around
the world. For many years, Dr. Koutsenok teaches general
and addiction psychiatry to medical students, psychiatry
residents, psychology trainees, social workers, criminal jus-
tice professionals, and policy makers around the world. He is
arecipient of numerous national and international awards. He
has authored and co-authored over 60 scientific publications,
one monograph, and contributed to 5 books.

Dr. Koutsenok has been invited as a presenter and trainer
to hundreds of conferences and workshops in the USA and
more than 30 countries around the world. He is a proud
father of three children and a professional jazz musician.

Abstract: Up until recently, alternatives to incarceration (ATI)
focused on courts and prisons. This made sense as the role
of police and law enforcement in ATT has not been clear. That
is now changing thanks to the introduction of Deflection.

Unlike diversion, which works after people have entered
a country>s criminal justice system, Deflection does not
need nor wait for an arrest, an overdose, or a crisis before
acting. In this way, communities can reach people earlier
than ever before possible and connect them to treatment and
services while the person is still in the community, ideally
without entry into the criminal justice system.

Deflection is already showing promising results and creates
new opportunities to reduce drug-related crime in an in-
novative public safety and public health approach between
police, treatment, and the community itself.

By adding Deflection at the front end of their ATI strategy,
countries can now finally fully build out a Defflection and
Diversion approach to people who use drugs in contact with
the Police, Courts, and Prisons.
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Jac Charlier is the Executive Director of TASC’s Center
for Health and Justice (CHJ), and Executive Director and
co-founder of the Police, Treatment, and Community Col-
laborative (PTACC). He is a co-founder of the international
deflection movement and works to grow and develop the
global field of deflection from practice to policy to legisla-
tion to research.

Jac has authored numerous publications on deflection, in-
cluding the seminal 2015 Police Chief article “Want to Reduce
Drugs in Your Community? You Might Want to Deflect Instead of
Arrest” which first introduced the concept of Deflection.

Jac’s core expertise is in crime reduction at the intersection
of drugs and crime. He is a member of the White House US
Office of National Drug Control Policy (ONDCP) Emerging
Drug Threats Committee. He regularly speaks with juris-
dictions on strategies to reduce drug-related crime through
reducing drug use in a public safety and public health frame-
work (Drug Demand Reduction and Drug Supply Reduction)

Jacis a Global Master Trainer in Alternatives to Incarceration
(ATTI) with the US Department of State, working with inter-
national organizations including ISSUP, ICUDDR, Colombo
Plan - DAP, UNODC, the African Union, CEDEAO/ECOWAS,
and the Organization of American States (OAS) - CICAD. He
is the ATI Technical Assistance (TA) Expert Consultant with
ICATI - the International Consortium for Alternatives to
Incarceration. In this role, Jac is responsible for developing
ATI system TA experts and trainers.

Jac is a community organizer and civic leader in his home-
town of Chicago (United States) having co-founded several
successful community initiatives. Jac is an Eagle Scout and
US military veteran. He received his master’s degree from
The Ohio State University and his BS in mathematics from
the University of Illinois at Urbana.
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
